75% of all US Presidents never 

fi nished college (Washington, Lincoln 
and Truman never attended at all). 

The key is to keep educating 
yourself, reading new books, 
meeting new people. A focus on self 
education is guaranteed to pay huge 
dividends in all that you do.

The “I can-ners” of the world are 
those who often work long and hard 
to get a result. The “I can-ners are 
those with happy hearts who realise 
that persistence will overcome 
resistance. The “I can-ners” will 
move mountains - they will always 
get things done and fi nish the job.

Make the choice now, become an

history, tomorrow as a mystery but 
today as a gift.
